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CAMPUS SAFETY & SECURITY

All members of the Campus Safety & Security department undergo a nationwide criminal records check and are certiféd amdirst
cardiopulmonary resuscitation. Each officer attends mandatemririce training to keep up tiate on regulations, poles and proadures.
Members of Campus Safety & Security have developed highly cooperative relationships with members of federal, statdaand local
enforcement agencies to advance prompt and efficient action in apprehendjed etieninals and preventing crime.

University security officers aid local police by responding to problems on city streets whenever Johnson & Wales studaitedrie
incidents. In adidion, our campus crime previon officers have developed relationships with local community policing officers. The
director of Campus Safety & Security actively participates in local emergency planning efforts toward disaster prepatiedmness w
assistance of the Johns&Wales Povidence Campus eng&ncy management director.

Campus Safety & Security officers do not carry firearms ané hawarrest powers. The unisity does not have written agreements with

local law enforcerant agencies for the investtgan of criminal offensesCampus security officers enforce university policies and procedures
including the Student Code of Conduct on university premises. The university does not have any officially recognizedgeindeions

with off-campus locations.



REPORTING A CRIME OR OTHER EMERGENCY

university ora recognized student orgartioa, should be made to any security officer or the Campus Safety & Security Dispatch Center,
located at 25 Cedar St. (Cedar Hall South), first floor, 9888-1900. Criminal actions and other emergencies should also be reported to the
local police or fire department by dialing 911 or 9911 from a university phone. Officers are instructed to immediatey eaetiugport and

take appropriate action, such as contacting an emergency medical team, calling building security or reporting the@qaite lo

Campus Safety & Security maintains a daily crime log listing the nature, date, time and general location of each crndéspndition of

the complaint, if known.The crime logor the most recent 66ay period is available for review during normal business hours at Campus
Safety & Security. Requests forimelog information dated prior to the &fay time period will be provided upon requdsi.keep the

campus community infored on an ongoing basis, the university will alert the community of certain crimes in a manner that is timely and will
aid in the prevention of similar crimes. An alert will be issued and posted for all Clery Act crimes that are reportpdsceautity

authorities, or are reported to the university by local police agencies, and are considered by the university to regnieasrdracontinuing

threat to studentgmployees and our campus conmityr The alert will include any pertinent information telé to the incident and helpful

crime prevention information. Crime alerts will withhold the name of the victim as confidential.

Crime alerts and safety tips are posted on designated bulletin boards located throughout campus. In student houdemgelassestants
and/or resident directors distribute safety tips throughout the school year.

SECURITY OF CAMPUS FACILITIES

Residence Halls Toprotect students, staff and guests, campus security officers patrol the perimeters of residence halls 24 hours a day on foot
or bike. Additional patrols are assigned to problem areas as needed. Resitlsrare h#onitored by hall directors, receptionists, resident
assistants and/or security officers. All visitors are required to sign the log at the front desk of Cedar Hall NorthalC8&dath+and City

View Towers.The visitor must leave a picture IDtae desk while they are in the facility. Security officers are posted at the front desk of

Cedar Hall North, Cedar Hall South and City Viéawersresidence halls between the hours of midnight to 8 a.m. on all days students are in
residence. Security offers patrol the perimeter of all campus buildings 24 hoursd=mgbeven days each weekofurther control access,

all residence halls have exit door alarms, clesieclit cameras, and electronic caatcess door locks.

Administrative and Academic Buildings: Access to administrative and academic buildings is primarily accomplished through the electronic
access control system.

EmergencyNotification System toEnhance Emergency Preparednesdhe safety of students, faculty and staff is a constant priority at
Johnson & Wales University (JWU). The ability to quickly provide notice, accurate information and instructions with mielaydudng

a situation is craial. To accomplish this JIWU has selected Blackboard Connect, a

multi-modal communication service that allows JWU campus leaders and security personnel to dels@mditive voice mail and text
message notifications to students, faculty and staff gunrforeseen events or emergencies.

This system complements our existing campus emergency response plans, which are continuously updated to be respomsiaeradeoth
and natural disasters. University and campus leaders have integrated our comfauter with the system. The system is only

used during emergencies (and for related tests which are conducted once per term). Additional information about our Noté ity

Missing StudentPolicy: Any person who believes a JWU residential student is missing should immediately report the situation to Campus
Safety & Security or to any member betJWU Residential Life staff. In the event another university office or employee other than a
member of Campus Safety & Security receives a report of a missing student, thaspalisanrmediately notify Campus Safety & Security

of the reporteceived.

Upon receipt of a missing student notification, Campus Safety & Security will make a determination of when to implenmenstondiesit
procedures based on whether there are unusual or <sutleeptudentlmss ci r cums
been absent from campus without explanation for more than 24 hours.

Official Notification Procedures: Campus Safety & Security together with other authorized JWU officials will, after the student has been
missing fa 24 hours or soonef they deemit advisable to do so based upon the circumstances presented, initiate official notification
procedures according to the Missing Student Response Policy then in place. If no such policy is in place, Campus Safiegys&ellec

notify local police and/or other local law enforcement and shall also contact the following in the order they deem advisable:

Notification Procedures in the Event of Significant Emergencies or Dangerous SituationBursuant to the University Emergency
Management Plan, JIWU will, without delay, taking into account the safety of the community, immediately notify the appeoppiste
community upon confirmation of a significant emergency or dangerous situation involving an immediate threat to theslaetiytodr

students or employees occurring on campus unless the notification will, in the professional judgment of respisitiés acompromise
efforts to assist victims or to contain, respond to, or otherwise mitigate the emergency. Each campus has implemerged@n emer
notification system, called Blackboard Connect, that can send notices via voice messages and ¢« foessdent cell or home numbers
and employee cell or office phone numbers. This system is used in order for JWU to quickly provide notice and accusdtenirsiodm
instructions to the university community during an unforeseen event or emergeoaenfior the university to communicate effectively and in
a timely manner, including in emergency situations, all students are required to manage and update, via jwuLink, theit padran
campus/commuter addresses and telephone contact informagiolifg cellphone numbers) so that they are current at all times. To update,
go to the Academics page > Personal Info > select Emergency Contacts and/or Addresses and Phone Numbers.

Procedures for Disseminating Emergency Information to Parents/Guardians and the Larger CommunitydWU will liaise with local,
state and federal emergency services personnel andegitfatory agencies, as applicable, during an emergency.

Procedures to Test Emergency Response and Evacuation Procedur@d/U will test its emergency response and evacuation
procedures on at least an annual basis, through regularly scheduled drills, exercises and appropritt®tgjloactivitieslesigned for

the assessment and evaluation of emergency plarsapadilities, including by publicizinigs procedures in conjunction with at least

one test per calendar year and documenting a description of each test as well as the date and time of the test améhwhether it
announced or unannounced. JWU will condirdts to assess its emergency plans and procedures, to determine the readiness of
emergency responders for resolving questions of coordination and clarifying roles and responsibilities, and to promess afvaren
potential hazards. Whenever feasible,avbers from outside agencies will be present throughout the drill to analyze and evaluate each
component of the response and to make recommendations as needed.

Tabletop exercises will be conducted periodically with various response team members agaetéohavaluating specific aspects of the
Emergency Response Plan. These exercises will be developed and coordinated by the campus Crisis Management Teamtand will seek
include external community members and government emergency service providers.

CAMPUS SEX CRIMES PREVENTION ACT (CSCPA)

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CRIME PREVENTION

Because Johnson & Wales believes crime prevention begins with awareness, the university takes every opportunity teaheighten t
awareness. New student orientations cover topics such as crime prevention, sttsenhsaximizing safety in thaty, sexual assault
awareness, residence hall safety and alcohol/substance abuse.

Programs: Crime prevention tips are published on each crime alert and are also posted regularly on bulletin boards located theoughout t

campus. Campus Safety & Secuptpgramsaddress topics such as persaaéty,property protection, sexual assault prevention, travel and
vehiclesafety,and identity theft, and are available to students and staff. These programs are offered manghtgelacademigear.Dates

and times of these programs are announced on posters, bull etin boar

To teach students how to prevent all types of sexual assault, including acquaintance rape, educationa{gtogramd passivegre held in
the residence halls. These programs are collaboratively sponsored by Campus Safety & Security, resident assistan&tuaedtotifeirs
staff.

Project ID: As a practical approach to crime (theft) prevention, Carjadisty & Securityill assist students with engraving valuables such
as DVD players, laptops, etc. with a recognized identification code fdeade.

Silent Witness: This crime prevention initiative was implemented for the purpose of providing stidergans to convey safety and security
concerns with anonymity. We continue to emphasize the direct reporting of incidents to Campus Safety & Security bebansestierc
successful mitigation and naroccurrence are far greater.

JWU Safe Walk: This safety and security escort service program is available to students, faculty and staff in the immediate area of the
campus upon request.

Emergency Blue Light Call-Boxes:These devices are strategically placed on campus and connect directly to the 24 hour dispatcher for safety
and security.

Ever Fi 6s Sexual Assaul t Rsraeonlmeléariogplafoonrthatldddesses ghe aitical Bues sf sexual assault,
relationship violence, and stalking. The program is an interactive module that encourages students to reflepémotiativalues and
expectations in relationships as a foundation f or ptenshipphbasedd engageme

on positive communication and respect. The program demonstrates for students the warngigbigses and situations that may be
challenging or confusing regarding consent in their own relationships and those of others.

Student Health 101is a monthly electronic magazine that provides relevant health and wellness information to studentsoVengids
include: sexual health and responsibility, sexual assault prevention, alcohol and other drugs, body image, sleep hhbis/tmesttidy
skills, environmental health, safety, stress management, money management and more.

Bystander Intervention Training is conducted annually at a minimum at all university campuses to provide students with increased skill to
safely intervene and/or respond to potential pebased personal violence. Evidedzased curriculum, such as Green Dot and MVP Mentors
in Violence Prevention are used.

Trainings, consultations and resources are provided to faculty and staff on substance abuse and addiction when requested.

Definitions

includes, but is not limited to, sexual or physical abuse or threat of such abuse. Dating violence does not includedatadevine

definition of domestic violence.

1 by a person similarly situated to a spouse of the victim under the domestic or family violence laws of the jurisdictntimewh
crime of violence occurred; or

1 by any other person against an adult or youth victim who is protected fromtpae r sonds acts under the domes
laws of the jurisdiction in which the crime of violence occurred.

Sexual assaulmeans any sexual act directed against another person, by force, threat of force, coercion or without consentnitelucksg i
where the person is incapable of giving consent. Sexual assault includes rape, fondling, incest and statutory rape.

Fondingmeans the touching (with a hand or any other parts,gdinthe body)
buttocks or anus for the purpose of sexual arousal, sexual gratification or abuse, without consent of the personnstelucisgihere the

person is incapable of giving consent. Fondling also includes being forced to touch (withahandaéanher part of the body)
clothed or unclothed sex organs, breasts, groin, buttocks or anus, without consent, including instances where theqagable isfigiving

consent.

Consentneans conduct that signifies through words or befhathat the parties have indicated agreement to engage in sexual activity.
1  Past consent does not imply future consent.
1  Silence or absence of resistance, by itself, may not imply consent.
1 Consent to engage in sexual activity with one person does notémpdent to engage in sexual activity with another.
M Consent can be withdrawn at any time.
1 Coercion, force, or threat of force invalidates consent.

Stalking means a course of conduct directed at a specific persondhkit eause a reasonable person to

Course of conduaneans two or more acts, including, but not limited to, acts in which the stalker directly, indirectyughtliird parties, by
any action, method, device or means, follows, monitors, observes, surveils, threatens or communicates to or about fesfeces with a
person6s property.

Reasonable persaneans a reasonable person under similar circunestaamd with similar identities to the victim.

Substantial emotional distreggeans significant mental suffering or anguish that may, but does not necessarily, require medical or other
professional treatment or counseling.

of sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking. Bystander intervention means safe and positiveiogiviohsshmay

carry out that proactively promote safe and respectful interactions before the pretcuinsons occur. Bystander intervention includes
recognizing situations of potential harm, understanding institutional structures and cultural conditions that faciitete, vweercoming

barriers to intervening, identifying safe and effective intereentiptions, and taking action to intervene. The university addresses bystander
behavior by participating in programs like Green Dot as a core component of its comprehensive violence prevention efforts.

Steps to Follow if an Offense Occurs
If you believe you are the victim of sexual assault or relationship violence (including dating violence, domestic violencepistakira]
exploitation), you are encouraged to take the following steps:

1. Seek a safe place and call the police or CS&S. Informatimut reporting is found below.

2. Seek immediate medical attention. A medical examination is important to diagnose and treat any injuries (includingjintesjal i
or infections which may have resulted from the incident. Getting a medical examinasg®nat mean that individuals are required
to report the incident to the police or the university; however, the hospital may retain forensic examination informpattaf e
medical record and may contact a law enforcement agency to provide thg agértbe evidence kit. The forensic examination
information may be helpful if individuals should choose to report to police or the university or otherwise seek to evifaigbtth

3. Tryto avoid the following pending a medical examination:

a. Washing anthing (including hands, mouth, and face) or showering;

4. ltis recommended to bring an extra set of clothes to the hospital.
Time sensitive steps: Some actions are mffetive or only may be taken within a few days after an incident of sexual harassment.
Individuals may wish to consult with medical personnel quickly regarding these items:

a. Preventative treatments for pregnancy and sexually transmitted infections
b.  Evidencecollection
c. Toxicology testing if there are signs that drugs or alcohol may have facilitated the incident of sexual misconduct.

5. Consider steps to preserve and record physical and other evidence, which may be important to enforce rights or obtin remedie
(including pressing criminal charges or seeking a civil protective order).

a. Details that may be important to identify the allegedly re
and a description of the perpetrator (including clothing veorth a physical description of the perpetrator), and the details
of the incident of sexual harassment (including, for example, the location, possible witnesses, etc.).

b. Ifindividuals do change or have access to other materials like sheets or blanlertsguenag the assault/violence, those
materials can be brought to the hospital or given to law enforcement for evidence collection. Individuals should use a
paper bag, not a plastic bag, if they choose to transport any of these materials on theirtevthattfus is by no means
an exhaustive summary regarding evidence preservation, which is outside the scope of this Policy.

c. Individuals may also consider preserving electronic evidence and other relevant information, such as communications
from the perptator (including email, text messages, mail, instant messaging, etc.).

6. Seek confidential counseling services. Individuals can obtain confidential counseling assistance whether or not #@yrfile a r

7. Seek assistance regarding obtaining interim sujwgoot protective measures at the university, includingertact orders and
changes to university academic, living, student financial aid, visa and immigration, working, and transportation siagstidiess
of whether individuals choose to report the sexual misconduct. The Titledilinatoror CS&S will provide individuals with
written information about university and community resources for changing situations or addressing needs.

8. Create a safety plan. The Title &6ordinator CS&S, and other university administrators are able to assist individualsrestting
such a plan. Community organizations may be able to assist as well.

Individuals may seek a protective order or similar order from a court. Please note that the local authorities are réspthesésiéorcement of
these items and not CS&S, KUB&S will provide assistance.

The universityds Co n dreplatethdlecal istatevor federal cidl ersrimihal eosrt spst&enerally the outcome of
civil or criminal proceedings concerning a violation will not control or be binding on thernatobthe Conduct Review Process for the same
violation.

There is an exception to that general rule in cases where students plead guilty to or are found guilty of crimes. Tiyehanilegiimate
concerns if any of its students are convicted of crireesn crimes that do not involve the university or other university students or personnel.
In appropriate circumstances, the university may, in its sole discretion, impose sanctions, on the basis of the comectioinalt

following the Conduct Réew Process, even in cases where the crime does not violate a specific provision of the Student Code of Conduct.
Sanctions may include university dismissal or the revocation of an earned degree.

If a student pleads guilty to or is found guilty of any crimmeny point during their time at the university, from acceptance to graduation, the
student must notify the Community Standards and Conduct office immediately.

All students should be aware that it is the policy of the university to cooperate withstataland federal law enforcement authorities in the
investigation of crime.

How the Conduct Review Process Works

Reports of Violations and Notification

Any individual who witnessesr becomes aware of an alleged violation of the Student Code of Conduct should report the violation to Campus
Safety & Security, any member of the Residential Life staff, the dean of students or Community Standards and Condueillégece an

violation is reported, an incident report will be prepared by Campus Safety & Seéigitiyy & Complianceand/or Residential Life (or by a
faculty or staffmember when appropriate) describing the nature and circumstances of the incident and the parties iavghusdSé&fety &
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Securityand other appropriate departmemay conduct further investigation if additional or supplemental information is needed. All incident
reports are reviewed in Community Standards and Conduct and those that warrant action aegribeiioredin informal warning letter,
informal conflict resolution,an educational conversation or a hearing, depending upon the nature of thecalfeged owiolation.

Informal Warning Letter

An informal warning letter is anmail communication frm a staff member identifying a concern or issue that can be remedied by informing or
reminding the student of the universityds Rul es. Stviolatienedfthe who r ecei
Student Code of Conduct mceive any sanctions.

Informal Conflict Resolution

In some cases, in which a complaint is related to an interpersonal conflict, the parties may be offered the oppotahigytteermatter
through informal conflict resolution. Both parties musluntarily agree to informally resolve the conflict. If informal conflict resolution is
unsuccessful, the case may be referred back for resolution via an administrative hearing. When a student is referegpides, andformal
conflict resolution, lie student will not be charged with any violations of the Student Code of Conduct or receive any sanctions.

Educational Conversations

When a student is referred for an educational conversation, the student will not be charged with any violationglefhth@dske of Conduct
or receive any sanctions. However, a staff member will engage the student in a conversation to ensure that the sttaies thelers
behavioral expectations of Johnson & Wales University. Students who fail to attend an educati@rabtion will receive a hold on their
account preventing future registration until they attend an educational conversation.

Administrative Hearing
Administrative hearings are held before a single hearing officer, designated by Community Standardslactd Con

The role of the hearing officer is to consider information provided from the investigation, complainant, respondent &ndssgswin order

to make a finding of Aresponsibleo or fAnot responsible.

When a student is referred for a hearing, thdesttiwill receive an official notification describing the alleged violation, the associated

charge(s), and the time and place for the hearing, or in cases in which a responsible finding may result in universioy sdismeissal or

revocation of a dege, an informational meeting, ahead of the formal notice of an administrative hearing. Enrolled students will receive this
notification via their JWU email account. RememberarytSudentshave i s t he s
the right to access their education records under certain conditions.

The hearing officer will consult the student's academic schedule prior to scheduling any meetings or hearings. Ifegitiraaseaneed to
reschedule an educational eensation, informational meeting, or hearing, the student must contact the hearing officer as early as possible
before the scheduled date to request rescheduling. The hearing officer will determine whether the request to rescsenaklés re
Dependingon the circumstances, meetings and hearings may be held in person or via telephone/video conferencing.

Prior to a hearing, the student may be asked whether they wish to waive the hearing by acknowledging responsibiiitgielitthe s
acknowledges respabdity, sanctions will be imposed, and the student will not be entitled to an appeal. If the student does not acknowledge
responsibility, the hearing will proceed.

When an incident report is received that involves a student respondent not currentygdenrclsses, the student will receive a hold on their

account preventing future registration until the conduct matter is resolved. When a student respondent is close tq gratitreisanction

may result in a university suspension or dismissalladho may be placed on the studentodés account, pr
matter is resolved.

Students requesting an accommodation to fully participate in the Conduct Review Process must contact Accessibilith&ereites/for
Academic Support on their respective campus. A representative from Accessibility Services/the Center for Academic Supgatawill ma
determination regarding the request.
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Hearing Procedures

Students have the right to participate in the Conduct Review Pnoitessit having past student conduct violations discussed or used when a
decision of responsibility is being made concerning a current alleged violation; however, past violations may be cohsideletenmining

a sanction for an individual found to besponsible for a violation of the Student Code of Conduct. Students have the obligation to participate

in the Conduct Review Process, as a witness, when asked by a university representative. Complainants are permitpedetdnpietici

Conduct Review fcess in specific and limited circumstances. Community Standards and Conduct may disclose the outcome of the Conduct
Review Process to the complainant as required or permitted by afpleab.

Comgainants and respondents shall:

1  Be advised of the heag process. For cases that may result in suspension, dismissal, or revocation of a degree, the student will be
offered an opportunity to have an informational meeting with a Community Standards and Conduct staff member prior to the
hearing.

1  Be permitted taeview the incident report and/or allegations and any supplemental information. In cases that may result in
suspension, dismissal, or revocation of a degree, if requested, the university will provide the student with a redactés: copy
unusual incidenreport related to the complaint; however, the student will be required to agree, in writing, to keep the report
confidential.

1  Be permitted to submit a written statement, responding to the incident report and/or allegations ahead of the hetadegt If a s
wishes to submit a statement, it must be sent directly to the hearing officer no less than one business day (anchrizs lessri)a
before the hearing.

1  Be accompanied by an advisor of their choice during the hearing and any related meetingsokmey not be any person who
was involved in the investigation as a reporting party or who is a witness. If Community Standards and Conduct deteenénes the
a conflict of interest related to the advisor, Community Standards and Conduct reseriggs thelisqualify an advisor.

Students must provide to the hearing officer the names, contact information, and a brief summary of thanittiatmati
any witness will present during the hiearno less than 48 hours before the hearing date/time. The hearing officer may choose not to
hear from the witness if the information is not relevant, is expressly addressed in the incideramep@tiundant. The hearing
officer has discretion to decide whether to hear from a witness directly or whether to consider only a written stateenent of t
witness, if the witness is unable to participate in the live hearing. The hearing officer ntayeas&ns of the witness if hearing the
witness live. If hearing the witness live, the complainant and respondent may submit questions of the witness for tb#fibearing
to consider. The hearing officer will decide whether to ask the submitted qgst®tudents will not have the opportunity to
directly question witnesses or other partless the responsibility of the complainant and respondent to arrange for the witness to
attend the hearing or to have the witness submit a written statementitfdh statements must be submitted directly from the
witness to the hearing officer no less than one business day (and not less than 24 hours) before the hearing dat@tiha.

An
interim suspension can be a suspension from the univérsity housing, from a classroom, from an academic course, lab, practicum, and/ or a
suspension of privileges. Interim suspensions are used when the university perceives that because of the naturedbfidlatidiege other

factors, an interim suspsion is advisable to help protect an individual or the university community, property or the normal operations of the
university until the Conduct Review Process has been completed.

Conduct Probation: Conduct probation is a designated period of time irckvthe student must demonstrate that they will not engage in
further violations of the Student Code of Conduct. A student who receives a sanction of conduct probation and has pobisggimations
during their probationary period, may face moreesesanctions, up to and including university suspension and dismissal.

No-Contact Order: A no-contact order is a requirement to avoid another person or persons and not have any direct or indirect contact with

such person(s), including email, text messag®ail, telephone, instant messaging, fieface contact, social media interactions or any contact

through a third party. A noontact order requires the student to take action to avoid encounters with the other person(s). In cases-where a no
contact order impacts class, |l ab or work activitiasdessahytsiuaiensudent sh
that may conflict with th@o-contactorder. A no-contact order may also be imposed as an interim actide wicase is pending. If a student

fails to abide by the noontact order, the student may be placed on interim suspension from the university.

Educational Sanctions:In addition to other sanctions, a student found responsible for violating the StudentfGonduct may be assigned
educational sanctions, such as required attendance at an educational program relevant to the violation for whichwlze $tunheht
responsible, reflective/research papers, classes, seminars, interviews, presentagetsapipr other creative sanctions. Educational
sanctions must be completed by the date specified when the sanction is given.

Degree Deferral and RevocationAt any time before a degree is awarded, a student may have their academic degree deferred and be
prohibited from participating in commencement activities until sanctions are completed. The university may determin&iti;aardegree
or withholding transcripts is a proper remedy in individual cases.

written notice to the complainant and respondent of the delay and the reason for the delay.

C. Procedures for Employees

Steps to Follow If an Offense Occurs

If you believe you are the victim of sexual assault or relationship violence (inglddting violence, domestic violence, stalking or sexual
exploitation), you are encouraged to take the following steps:

1. Seek a safe place and call the police or CS&S. Information about reporting is found below.

2. Seek immediate medical attention. A medi&edmination is important to diagnose and treat any injuries (including internal injuries)
or infections which may have resulted from the incident. Getting a medical examination does not mean that individugiledr® req
report the incident to the poécor the university; however, the hospital may retain forensic examination information as part of the
medical record and may contact a law enforcement agency to provide the agency with the evidence kit. The forensic examination
information may be helpfuf individuals should choose to report to police or the university or otherwise seek to enforce their rights.

3. Tryto avoid the following pending a medical examination:
a. Washing anything (including hands, mouth and face) or showering;
b.  Going to the bathroomriishing teeth, eating, drinking, douching, or changing clothes.

4. Itis recommended to bring an extra set of clothes to the hospital.
Time sensitive steps: Some actions are more effective or only may be taken within a few days after an incident ofassxuahhar
Individuals may wish to consult with medical personnel quickly regarding these items:

a. Preventative treatments for pregnancy and sexually transmitted infections
b.  Evidence collection

c. Toxicology testing if there are signs that drugs or alcohol mag failitated the incident of sexual misconduct
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5. Consider steps to preserve and record physical and other evidence, which may be important to enforce rights or obtin remedie
(including pressing criminal charges or seeking a civil protective order).

a. Detals that may be i mportant to identify the allegedly responsil
description of the perpetrator (including clothing worn and a physical description of the perpetrator), and the details of th
incidentof sexual harassment (including, for example, the location, possible witnesses, etc.).

b. Ifindividuals do change or have access to other materials like sheets or blankets present during the assault/violence, those
materials can be brought to the hospitagjiven to law enforcement for evidence collection. Individuals should use a paper bag,
not a plastic bag, if they choose to transport any of these materials on their own. Note that this is by no meansan exhausti
summary regarding evidence preservatishich is outside the scope of this Palicy.

c. Individuals may also consider preserving electronic evidence and other relevant information, such as communications from the
perpetrator (including email, text messages, mail, instant messaging, etc.).

6. Seek cofidential counseling services. Individuals can obtain confidential counseling assistance whether or not they file a report.

7. Seek assistance regarding obtaining interim supportive or protective measures at the university, inetaitexhorders and
changes to university academic, living, student financial aid, visa and immigration, working, and transportation situaoihssseg
of whether individuals choose to report the sexual misconduct. The Title IX coordinator or CS&S will provide indivittuaistten
information about university and community resources for changing situations or addressing needs.

8. Create a safety plan. The Title IX coordina®©6&S and other university administrators are able to assist individuals with creating
such a planCommunity organizations may be able to assist as well.

9. Individuals may seek a protective order or similar order from a court. Please note that the local authorities are réspibiesible
enforcement of these items and not CS&S, but CS&S will providstasse.

3. CONFIDENTIALITY: We will do our best to honor your request to maintain confidentiality, provided your request does
notinterferewith ourobligation b provide a safe, nediscriminatoryenvironmenfor all students.

For complaints of sexual assault, sexual exploitation, dating violence, domestic violence and stalking alleged to haweniteeshlzy an
employee, the parties will have the following rightsbnnection with the examination of the complaint by Human Resources:

9 The right toFairness in the adjudicatory process, as defined above and subject to the caveats above.

9 The right toa proceeding conducted by unbiased university officials who receiwebimaining on issues related to sexual
harassment, sexual assault, sexual exploitation, dating violence, domestic violence and stalking and how to condugaaoninvest

9 Theright to a proceeding that protects the safety gbéintes and promotes @muntability. University officials use the "more likely
than not" standard to evaluate alleged violations

9 The right to be accompanied to the proceeding by an advisor of their choice. The advisor may accompany the party, but may not
participate inanymanne duri ng the proceeding. Please see the universityods
about the role of advisors in the Title IX procéss.

9 The right to bring any relevant materials and witnesses with personal, relevant knaufltigicident to the proceeding

9 The right to be informed in writing of the outcome of the proceeding, including when such results become final. This includes
disclosure to thearties of any sanction imposed that pertains to a sex offense and anynsiamgtised that directly relates to the
complainant with respect to other alleged sexual harassment violations. The parties do not need to submit a request for such
information. In addition, for any crime of violence, the university will, upon writtenesigand in accordance with applicable law,
disclose to the complainant all sanctions imposed against the respondent. If the complainant is deceased as a neswétaif the ¢
violence, the outcome of the proceeding and sanctions will be provided taripio@nt's next of kin if so requested.

The university will take steps to prevent the recurrence of any harassment, correct any discriminatory effects on thart@nglathers, and
implement protective dnterim measures as requested and as reqoyréav. The university will complete the examination of the complaint
within a reasonably prompt time frame, usually witG@days, but will allow for the extension of time frames with written notice to the
complainant and respondent of the delay.

Johnsm & Wales University prohibits retaliation, including intimidation, threats, coerciodiscrimination,against any individual who has
made a good faith complaint, who has cooperated as a witness or a complainant in the investigation of such a conblaings
participated as a witness or complainant in any university proceeding. Any person found to have engaged in retalialiane @rtcouraged
others to engage in retaliation, will be subject to disciplinary action up to and including termio&gomployment or dismissal from the
university.

prohibited. In addition, items iahded to aid in the use of illegal drugs or excessive alcohol consumption (i.e., bongs, pipes, hookahs, needles,
funnels) or items perceived to be for drug use are also prohibited on campus. If a residential life team member sagfeettalsnedens

in violation of a policy behind a locked door, the residential life team member reserves the right to enter the rodmeataaggure the

safety of the residents.

This policy is not intended to shield or protect those students or organizations in cases of extreme, flagrant, ornogiEatedithe Student
Code of Conductn cases where extreme, flagrant, or repeated violations occur, the university résengs to implement the Conduct
Review Process on a casgcase basis, regardless of the manner in which the incident was reportedch cases, tlieanof studentsor
designee will make the final determination as to the applicability of this policy

This policy will not exempt students and organizations from being held accountable for violations regarding other batiagiogs but not
limited to, assault, vandalism, domestic or dating violence, sexual assault, sexual harassment, sexuairexpiditstalking.

Education about Sexual Harassment anérevention

A

JWU takes a proactive stance to educate its community regarding sexual harassment and methods of prevention, including
addressing societal or environmental causes, alcohol use, awanasiggg bystander behavior, definition of consent, hgalth
sexuality and relationships, risk reduction, and-defense.

JWUOGs pr ogr genson analne (depending in part on health and safety considerations). Programs may include a
mix of guest speakers, university staff members, exteroedigted ppgrams and universigreated programs, in the sole
discretion of the university.

For students, education about sexual harassment begins at new student orientation, where incoming students and involved
families are invited to participate in educationad ®8i ons addressing the universityds stance

New student orientation staff members are trained to handle issues of sexual harassment and participate in programming
designed to help students understand university expectations laryd(imeluding where to obtain resources and where to report
violations); the intersection between alcohol and sexual harassment; and ways to reduce the risk of, as well as pagvent, sexu
harassment. This programming promotes safety and introducessojatidecrease perpetration, increase reporting, and

empower individuals to take safe and comfortable bystander action.

Students are also encouraged to learn about safe and effective forms of bystander intervention to prevent harm orietervene w
there is a risk of sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking. Bystander intervention means sifeeand pos
options an individual may carry out that proactively promote safe and respectful interactions before the precursorst¢arharm o
Bystander intervention includes recognizing situations of potential harm, understanding institutional structuresrahd cult
conditions that facilitate violence, overcoming barriers to intervening, identifying safe and effective interventionamdions,

taking action to intervene. The university addresses bystander behavior by participating in programs like Greecdb®t as a
component of its comprehensive violence prevention efforts.

Prevention and education efforts continue throughout the year and are supported by multiple departments, such as Student
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Involvement & Leadership (including student clubs and organizatimhé$raternities and sororities), Residential Life, and

Athletics. This programming targets some combination of the following: addressing societal or environmental causes, alcohol

use, awarenessising, bystander behavior, definition of consent, healtkyadity and relationships, risk reduction, and self

defense. The wuniversity provides education through its fAConse
expectations and policy (including where to obtain resources and where tovielatitns); the intersection between alcohol

and sexual harassment; and ways to reduce the risk of, as well as prevent, sexual harassment.

G. Literature addressing issues of sexual harassment is available from multiple departments including AthleticsS&faiypl
Security (ACS&S0), Community Standards and Conduct, Counselin
Equity Center, Health Services, Residential Life, and Student Involvement & Leadership.

H. Many of the educational initiatives offer&al students are open to employees, and employees have the opportunity and are
encouraged to participate in a variety of educational programs. In addition, employees are offered programming on the
Prohibited Discrimination and Harassment (including Selashssment) Policy, the Sexual Assault and Relationship Violence
Policy, and this Policy.

I. For information regarding sexual harassment awareness and prevention programming, contact theo®itiéniator or the
director of the Gender Equity Centelpcorring programs can also be found on jwuLink and the student calendar.

Steps to Follow if Sexual Harassment Occurs

A. Individuals who believe that they are the victim of sexual harassment, particularly in cases involving sexual assaglorstalki
dating/domest violence, should take the following steps:

1. Seek a safe place and call the police or CS&S. Information about reporting is found below.

2. Seek immediate medical attention. A medical examination is important to diagnose and treat any injuries (including
internal injuries) or infections which may have resulted from the incident. Getting a medical examination does not mean
that individuals are required to report the incident to the police or the university; however, the hospital may retizin forens
examinatiorinformation as part of the medical record and may contact a law enforcement agency to provide the agency
with the evidence kit. The forensic examination information may be helpful if individuals should choose to report to police
or the university or othenae seek to enforce their rights.

3. Tryto avoid the following pending a medical examination:
a) Washing anything (including hands, mouth, and face) or showering;
b)  Going to the bathroom, brushing teeth, eating, drinking, douching, or changing clothes.
c) Itis reemmended to bring an extra set of clothes to the hospital.

4. Time sensitive steps: Some actions are more effective or only may be taken within a few days after an incident of sexual
harassment. Individuals may wish to consult with medical personnel quégdyding these items:

a) Preventative treatments for pregnancy and sexually transmitted infections
b) Evidence collection
c) Toxicology testing if there are signs that drugs or alcohol may have facilitated the incident of sexual harassment

5. Consider steps to preserand record physical and other evidence, which may be important to enforce rights or obtain
remedies (including pressing criminal charges or seeking a civil protective order).

a) Details that may be important to identify the allegedly responsible individua nc|l ude t he perpetratoros
a description of the perpetrator (including clothing worn and a physical description of the perpetrator), and the details of
the incident of sexual harassment (including, for example, the location, possitdsses, etc.).

b) Ifindividuals do change or have access to other materials like sheets or blankets present during the assault/violence, those
materials can be brought to the hospital or given to law enforcement for evidence collection. Individualssshayddper
bag, not a plastic bag, if they choose to transport any of these materials on their own. Note that this is by no means an
exhaustive summary regarding evidence preservation, which is outside the scope of this Policy.

c) Individuals may also corér preserving electronic evidence and other relevant information, such as communications from
the perpetrator (including email, text messages, mail, instant messaging, etc.).

6. Seek confidential counseling services. Individuals can obtain confidentialetimgnassistance whether or not they file a report.

7. Seek assistance regarding obtaining interim supportive or protective measures at the university, inetatitehorders and
changes to university academic, living, student financial aid, visa anjiation, working, and transportation situations,
regardless of whether individuals choose to report the sexual harassment. The Title IX coordinator or CS&S will provide
individuals with written information about university and community resources fogeitasituations or addressing needs.

8. Create a safety plan. The Title IX coordina®06&S, and other university administrators are able to assist individuals with
creating such a plan. Community organizations may be able to assist as well.

9. Individuals may seek a protective order or similar order from a court. Please note that the local authorities are ré&spiesible
enforcement of these items and not CS&S, but CS&S will provide assistance.
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Reporting Options

JWU encourages all individisato promptly report any potential violations of this Policy. Individuals have several reporting
options, including reporting to law enforcement or reporting to the university, including reporting to the Titlerdihator,
CS&S, or other university affials. An individual may choose to report only to one of the foregoing or may choose not to report

at all.

1. Reporting to Law Enforcement

a) Individuals who believe that they are the victim of a crime involving sexual harassment (like sexual assault, dating
violence, domestic violence, and stalking), are strongly encouraged to contact law enforcement authorities and file a
criminal complaint by dialing 911 or contacting local police. A report to law enforcement is separate from a report to
the university. JWWCS&S will assist with notifying law enforcement authorities, if so desired. However, individuals
are not required to seek out assistance from law enforcement authorities.

Retaliation means any adverse action or conductitekedumsls or
groups of individuals that may reasonably be perceived to discourage reasonable individuals from making a report or
adversely affecting their educational or work environment. Retaliation may include intimidation, threats, coercion, adverse
employment or educational actions, other forms of harassment, whether oral or written, by any individuals, including the
parties, or others acting on their behalf with their consent.

B. Sexual Harassment

harassment is defined as conduct on the basis of sex that satisfies one or more of the:following

Coercion means express or implied threats of any harm that would place a reasonable individual in fear of immediateaomfanaehat is employed t
make someone engage in sexual activity.

Reports and Formal Complaints
A. Reports

1. After receiving a report alleging that sexual harassment has occurred, the Eitlert¥nator in consultation with other
university administrators, as appropriate, will assess the information and contact the complainant to initiate a conversation
about available supportive measures and to share information about avaitablefmrs and oftampusesourcesThe
Title IX coordinatorwill also discuss the grievance process outlined in this Policy and will explain to the complainant how
to file a Formal Complaint, if so desired. These initial steps are not an investigation of the alleged conithegt catole
the university to assess any health and safety needs of the involved parties and, if applicable, the entire JWU community.

2. If an emergency situation warrants it, the university will conduct an individualized safety or risk analysis and may elect to
remove a respondent through interim suspension or administrative leave. The university will provide respondent notice of
such a deision as soon as practicable and will allow respondent to appeal the decision by contacting one of the appellate
officers listed below within five days of the decision and submitting a written statement explaining why the respondent
claims the interim mesaure is not warrantedhe appellate officer will issue a decision within two days of receiving the
appeal; that decision shall be final.

B. Formal Complaints

1. The Formal Complaint is a written document filed by the complaining party online or with lgaéXT@oordinator,
requesting the university initiate the grievance process and begin an investigation of an allegation that sexual harassment
occurred. In some instances, such as situations involving alleged serious threats, serial predation, viokampengrthe
Title IX coordinator may sign a Formal Complaint.

2. A Formal Complaint is different from a report of alleged sexual harassment. While a report allows a complaining party to
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receive supportive measures, a Formal Complaint is required if thdainimg party wishes to initiate an investigation or
pursue an informal resolution.

How to submit a Formal Complaint

a) Before filing a Formal Complaint, the university recommends that individuals contact the Teterdinator to
discuss the process.

b) AFor mal Compl aint can be a written or electronic documen:
signature or otherwise indicates that the complaining party is the person filing the Formal Complaint. It must allege
sexual harassment agsiira respondent and request that the university investigate the allegation of sexual harassment.

c) Individuals must file the Formal Complaint either online or with the Title IX coordinator and may download a form
from the university website to use to subtuoithe Title IX coordinator (generally by email or mail or, if
circumstances permit, in person).

d) Third parties are unable to file a Formal Complaint on behalf of another individual. However, in the case of a parent
or guardian who has the legalrightos  on behal f of a minor, they may act on

e) In cases where there is more than one complainant or respondent in matters the Title IX coordinator, in its sole
discretion, deems related or where a cia@®plaint has been &tl by a respondent against a complainant, the
university will consider the consolidation of Formal Complaints in appropriate cases.

Dismissal of Formal Complaints

a) Once a Formal Complaint is filed, the Title IX coordinator will review the Formal Compta@gtermine whether
the alleged incident falls under the auspice of Title IX.

b) In certain instances, the Title Roordinatomwill be required to dismiss the Formal Complaint. Such instances consist
of incidents where the allegations, if true, would noehtee jurisdictional conditions set forth by the Title IX
regulations.

c) Mandatorydi smi ssal would be required in the following instanc
(1) The alleged incident does not meet the definition of sexual harassment as outlinedPbiidis

(2) The alleged incident occurred during a time where the complainant was not a person located in the United

States.
(3) The alleged incident occurred to a person who, at the time of filing a Formal Complaint, is not participating in

or attemptingtopatii pate in the universityds education program
(4 The alleged incident did not occur within the universi

activity includes locations, events, or circumstances over which the university edesalsstantial control over
both the respondent and the context in which the sexual harassment occurred, and also includes any building
owned or controlled by a student organization that is officially recognized by JWU.

d) The Title IX coordinator will alse@onsider dismissal of a Formal Complaint in the following instances
(ADi scretionary Dismissalo):

(1) The complainannotifies the Title IXcoordinatorin writing that the complainant would like to withdraw the
Formal Complaint or any allegations therein.

(2) The espondent is no longer enrolled or employed by the university.

(3) Specific circumstances prevent the university from gathering evidence sufficient to reach a determination as to
the allegations contained in the Formal Complaint.

As discussed below, the unigéy offers (a) an informal resolution process for certain types of cases and (b) a formal
grievance procestn these processes, the university witk ask questions about or use evidence that is protected by a
legally recognized privilege in any procéggl hereunder, unless the person holding the privilege waives the privilege.

C. Next Steps and TimErames

1.

The university strives to resolve complaints promptly and has designated appropriate time frames for each step of the
process.

Once a Formal Complaintleging sexual harassment and requesting investigation has been submitted to the Title IX
coordinatoy the Title IX coordinatowill acknowledge receipt of the Formal Complaint and send a written notice of the
allegations to the parties. This notice wiél fenerated as soon as practicable, but no more than ten (10) calendar days after
the receipt of the Formal Complaint.

After the parties receive notice, the university will begin its investigation. The investigation will take no more than sixty
(60) calendr days, but it may be extended in ten (10) calendar day intervals with written notice to the parties explaining
the reason for the extension.

If both parties agree to informal resolution after the Titled$rdinatoreceives a Formal Complaint, any ongoing
investigation will be put on hold while the informal resolution process takes place. Informal resolution will take no more

than sixty (60) calendar days but may be extended in ten (10) calendar day intervalstteithnatice to the parties
explaining the reason for the extension. If a party withdraws from the informal resolution process, the university will
promptly resume the investigation and the time frame for its completion will be extended to competisatediay due

to the attempt at informal resolution.

XI. Informal Resolution

A. JWU offers an informal resolution process to address certain Formal Complaints falling under this Policy. In cases involving
alleged serious threats, serial predation, violencegapans, the Title IXoordinator may determine that Informal Resolution
is not availableThe informal resolution process will not be available for matters involving allegations that an employee engaged
in sexual harassment against a student.

B. In order to poceed in such a fashion, parties are required to provide their voluntary, written consent to the informal resolution
process.

C. At any time prior to reaching an agreement through the informal resolution process, parties have the right to withdnaw from t
informal resolution process and elect the universitlyés for mal
from the informal resolution process must be in writing.

D. Information shared during an informal resolution process cannot béruaey subsequent university proceeding, should the
parties withdraw from the informal resolution process.

E. Through the Informal Resolution process, parties will reach agreed upon outcomes. These agreements might include a
commitment to seek counseling,itiag opportunities, modification to class, work, and campus schedules, mutual restriction of
contact between parties, changes to housing locations, etc. The terms of these agreements will be communicated in writing by
the university representative oversegthe informal resolution process.

F.  Agreements reached through the informal resolution process cannot be appealed, and preclude the parties from goirgg through th
formal grievance process based on the same allegations as in the Formal Complaint.€Ehagpeetito abide by any written
agreements that are reached during the Informal Resolution process.

XIl. Grievance Proces$ Investigations

A.  When the Title IXcoordinatordetermines that the allegations in the Formal Complaint meet the Title IX threshold aod d
require dismissal or if the Title I8oordinatorequires more information in order to make such a determination, a trained
member of CS&S and/or the Title IX investigator will begin an impartial investigation of the claims in the Formal Complaint.

(6) citing to the provision in the applicable Rules that prohibits providing false information or statements

b) Notices will not be sent to per s gtoabnitoethea studeneema@lount s. |t
account for communication regarding the investigation.

2. PostNotice Interviews and Discussions

a) The parties should schedule an interview with the investigator within five (5) calendar days from the date the notice is
emailed Interviews may be rescheduled for good cause as determined by the Eiblertkhatoron a casdy-case
basis.

b)  While JWU cannot prohibit the parties from discussing the allegations in the Formal Complaint, they should exercise
discretion when discussirapnfidential or sensitive information that may be revealed during the investigation.

3. Advisors

a) Each party may bring to the interview an advisor of their choice, who may be an acquaintance, a friend, or any other
person, so long as such person does not A@eaflict in serving in the advisor role. If a party chooses a witness as
an advisor, the witness is expected to participate in an interview about the reported behavior prior to serving as an
advisor.

b)  Advisors may
(1) Ask procedural questions;

(2) Assist theparties in understanding the grievance process;
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(3) Seek clarification about the grievance process; and

(4) Notify the university in the event of retaliation against either party, witnesses, or other members of the
university community.

c) Advisors may not

(1) Appearopartici pate in |lieu of the partyds appearance or p
and the complainant is a minor or otherwise incapacitated (outside ofes@ssnation during the live
hearing);

(2) Testify or answer questions on b#ted a complainant or respondent;

(3) Contact the opposing party or speak to the opposing party except duringxaossation at the liveearing;
and

(4) Represent themselves as someone authorized by the university to act or speak on its behalf.

d) The university will provide each party an advisor package describing the restrictions regarding advisor participation
in the grievance process.

e) Each party must communicate with the advisor any information about the interview and investigation andhe share
advisor package with the advisor.

4. Evidence

a) JWU has the burden of collecting evidence-respoifisbilitci ent t o |
for the alleged sexual harassment. Evidence may include, but is not limited to, wistiesznte physical evidence,
electronic evidence (such as texts or social media posts), or documentary evidence (such as results of a forensic
examination or other medical records).

b) The investigator will make all reasonable and practicable efforts to gatidence during the investigation. Each
party is expected to cooperate with the investigator, identify withesses, and provide evidence pertinent to the
allegations in the Formal Complaint. If the evidence is in the possession of the other party epartittie
interviewee should so disclose to the investigator.

5. Report

a) An investigation will conclude with a written report from the Titled¥ordinatorthat summarizes the evidence
directly related to the allegations in the Formal Complaint. The pavifidse given an opportunity to inspect and
review all evidence and a draft of the investigative report. The parties will have ten (10) calendar days after the
review and inspection to submit a written response to the investigator before the investgaiies finalized.

6. Postinvestigation Dismissal

a) The Title IXcoordinatormay dismiss a Formal Complaint on the same grounds as indicated above in the sections
setting forth grounds for Mandatory Dismissal and Discretionary Dismissal.

XIII. Grievance Proces$ Adjudication through Live Hearing
A. General Statement about Process and Timing

2. The timeframe for completing the adjudication process may be adjusted if (1) a party, advitoess must be absent for
good cause, (2) there isxaed for delay to provide legal necessary accommodations, or (3) other good cause as determined
by the Title IXcoordinator in consultation with appropriate university personnel as needed.

B. Informational Meeting

1. Each party will have an individual conference with a representative from Community Standards and Conduct (for students)
or Human Resources (for employees) who will explain what will occur at the live hearing. The parties are strongly
encouraged to ask quiEms and raise any concerns during this conference to prepare them for the hearing.

2. Each party may bring to the informational meeting an advisor of their choice, who may be, but is not required to be, an
attorney retained by that party.

3. The university will provide each party an advisor package describing the restrictions regarding advisor participation in the
grievance process (for a summary of the restrictions on advisors, see above).

4.  Each party must communicate with the advisor angrinftion about the interview and investigation and to share the
advisor package.

C. Live (Remote) Hearing

1. Live hearings may be conducted with the adjudicator and any or all other participants physically present in the same
geographic location or any or alliiaipants may appear at the live hearing remotely, with technology enabling
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participants simultaneously to see and hear each other.

A party will timely notify Community Standards and Cond(fot students) or Human Resources (for employees)
regardinghowthey prefer to appear. Most likely, at least certain participants will only appear remotely, and there will be
no right for any participant to demand that the adjudicator or any other participant be physically present in the same
geographic location.

Community Standards and Conduct (for students) or Human Resources (for employees) will communicate with the advisor
regarding the live hearing and provide the advisor with a copy of the investigative report and evidence in electronic form or
hard copy.

Adjudicator

After the investigation is completed and assuming the Formal Complaint is not dismissed, the university will provide an
impartial, trained adjudicator with the information gathered during the investigation, and the adjudicator will conduct a
hearing to determine responsibilihereafter, the adjudicator will render a written determination regarding responsibility
based on a prepondece of the evidence standard (i.e., that it is more likely than not that the claims in the Formal
Complaint are true). The respondent is presumed not responsible unless and until the adjudicator finds the respondent
responsible.

The parties may challenglee assignment of an adjudicator solely for reasons of bias or conflict of interest. JIWU will
notify parties of the adjudicator identity, and parties must lodge a written objection, if any, with the Titlerd¥hator

within five (5) days; failure to ldge a timely written objection will be conclusively deemed waiver to make any objection
to the alleged bias or conflict of interest of the adjudicator on grounds that were &nowreasonably should have been
knownd to the party at issue at the time thigection should have been madé/U will have sole discretion to determine
whether an adjudicator should be recused for reasons of bias or conflict of interest.

The adjudicator may pose his or her own questions to the parties or any witnesses raggnthiatier of relevance. The
adjudicator shall have the opportunity to pose his or her questions of each party and witness before any advisor does so.
Once the adjudicator has completed his or her questions of the party or witness at issue, each gghaserang non
duplicative questions not already posed by the adjudicator (subject to the limitations discussed below). The adjudicator
may ask any followup questions at any time during the hearing as he or she deems appropriate.

Under no circumstances will either party directly question the other party or any witnesses during the live hearing.

Before a party or withess may answer a questi@adjudicator must determine if such question is relevant and explain, if
not deemed relevant, why. The adjudicator shall not hear any argument about relevance.
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
